Why the Sahel? The Sahel is much more than a strip of land stretching between the Sahara and
sub-Saharan Africa. It is a region shaped by a deep history of resistance, from the anti-colonial
struggles of the 19th century to today’s efforts to break the chains of neocolonialism. Countries
like Mali, Burkina Faso, and Niger not only face severe crises — mass displacement, violence, and
extreme climate change — but are also leading unprecedented processes to reclaim their
sovereignty.
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This series shows how centuries of systematic plunder, European-imposed borders, unequal
economic treaties, and foreign military bases have prioritized the interests of powers like France
and the United States.

But the story doesn’t end there. The materials in “Voices from the Sahel” also take us into the
current processes challenging this situation: the formation of the Alliance of Sahel States (AES),
the expulsion of foreign troops, the nationalization of mines and resources, and the creation of
sovereign development policies.

and some of the world’s 30-40% in countries like of Niger and Chad
lowest GDP per capita. Mali and Burkina Faso. facing malnutrition.
